Each one has it’s own unique flavour profile & is made
in different ways.

Malts come from one of the four regions of Scotland - Lowland,
Highland, Speyside or Islay - & each region has their own
distinct taste.

A blended whisky is a mix of malt whiskies & grain whiskies.

A blended malt whisky is a blend of only malt whiskies, with no
grain whiskies.

A single malt is whisky made from just one malt whisky.

Johnnie Walker Red Label 7

A blend of 35 grain & malt whiskies, Johnnie Walker Red is
designed to be mixed. Either with dry ginger ale, soda or cola.

Chivas Regal 12 Year Old 8

A more refined blend, Chivas contains honey & hazelnut
notes & has a long, creamy finish.

Another more intense bourbon, though still with a marked
sweetness. Usually enjoyed as a “Jack & Coke”.

Makers Mark 9

A smooth bourbon that isn’t too sweet. Made with a
traditional sour mash, it has levels of complexity & is easy to
enjoy neat, on ice or with a mixer.

Willett Bourbon Pot Still Reserve 10 Year Old 12

Nose is “vanilla lemon cake”. The palate is a balance of
caramel, vanilla, spices, and citrus .

Roughstock Spring Wheat 12

Wheat whiskey is completely unique in flavour & this one is
unique even by wheat whiskey standards. Fresh cut grass,
French oak, pine, banana notes. It drinks young and fresh and
is versatile - tasty when mixed but even moreso when sipped
neat.

Rock Town 1 Year Old 11

producing countries in the world. This has led to a high price
premium with very few whiskies under $100 per bottle.

Starward ‘Two-Fold’ 9

A unique blend of just one malt whisky & one grain whisky. Well rounded,
matured in barrels & great for all occasions.

Limeburners Infinity Sherry Cask 12

Matured in sherry casks, Limeburners Whisky is aged for
up to 8 years. The resulting single malt is all spice and fruit
with aromas of port and vanilla on the nose.

Sullivan’s Cove Double Cask 20

Sullivan’s Cove has won best single malt whisky in the
world. This means it’s hard to find any of their stuff in
stock, as demand is so high. It’s so smooth, so
complex with flavours of apple & cedar & lingers
forever.

Irish Whisky

Irish Whiskey is perhaps most famous for being a great

addition to coffee. Lack of peat usually means it is much
smoother & less smoky than it’s Scottish counterpart.

Jamesons 8

The classic Irish whisky. Aged in bourbon & sherry casks, it’s
smooth & can be enjoyed on ice or mixed,

Feckin Unbelievable Irish Whisky 10

We won’t lie, we bought this because it has an awesome
name. Smooth, honeyed Irish whiskey with loads of
balance and finesse.

Nikka Coffey Grain Whisky 10

Complex, slightly sweet. Distilled in a special ‘coffey’ still that is
designed to maximise the flavour of all the ingredients.

White Oak ‘Tokinoka’ 12

This blended whisky offers a light nose with cereal and
fruity aromas .
